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Mayor Steve Stange called to order the regular City Council meeting at 5:30 pm. Roll Call: Steve Duncan, John Farlinger, Dan O’Neil and Zoom- Lauren Whitehead. Absent: Lynn Morris. Also Present: City Administrator Cami Rasmussen, City Attorney Kevin Olson, City Engineer Dave Schechinger and City Clerk Susie Siddell.
Motion by O’Neil to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Farlinger.. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 4-0.
Citizen Speak:  Rich Meehan questioned fencing at the future park area at Windmill Estates. Mayor Stange stated he would have the City Attorney and Public Works Director look into.
Motion by Duncan to approve consent agenda including minutes for September 1, 2021 regular Council Meeting, list of bills, treasurer’s report and transfers, building permits and Event Application for the Solon Homecoming Parade September 22, 2021. Rasmussen stated this would be the same route as previously and would not be down mainstreet. Seconded by O’Neil. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 4-0.

Fire Department Report: The ground breaking for the New Fire Station will be tomorrow at 4pm

Public Works Director Report: None

Council Person Lynn Morris arrived 5:35 pm

City Engineer Report: Schechinger commented there had been some issues with the auger along Hwy 1 they had found a type of quicksand.  The North Trunk Sewer Project is progressing and the Bergamot Project is complete.
City Attorney Report: None

Johnson County Supervisor – Pat Heiden:  Heiden stated she looked forward to the joint meeting which will be held tomorrow night. The agenda has some great items to discuss.

NEW BUSINESS:

City Logo/Brand Presentation: Alan Harrington was present to talk with Council on a possible new Logo for the City of Solon. Morris and Farlinger had previously looked at the presentation and they both liked his ideas. Harrington stated he had started working on the ideas during the pandemic and wanted to present to the City. Council will be sent an email version to look over.
Amendment to the Site Development Agreement with Prairie Equity Group: Rasmussen stated they would like to change the parking lot from 213 S. Dubuque to 223 S. Dubuque which this is where the building had collapsed. P & Z had reviewed and their criteria was the utilities capped, no gated entrance with a keypad and a buffer on three sides as long as there were residential properties. Kristin Fry, representative for the Prairie Equity Group, stated the group will do whatever Council requests, they would like a sign that states it is to be used for the auditorium patrons.  Farlinger stated he is concerned because it is somewhat hidden and the possibility of someone leaving a vehicle parked for a length of time. Mayor questioned if down the road they would regret not having it gated. Duncan stated the City now has parking issues. Farlinger questioned if there would be parking issues would the Ctiy be called, it was stated this is a private lot so it would be an issue for owners. Rasmussen stated the Prairie Equity Group was short 24 spaces, the parking lot was to accommodate the overflow. O’Neil stated he was fine either way, if it was not gated there should be signage. Fry stated if was not gated they would have signage. Motion by Lynn to approve the amendment to the Site Development Agreement with Prairie Equity Group for the parking lot and not having a gated entrance. Seconded by O’Neil. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Revised Site Plan Solon Loft and Commons Project: Motion by Farlinger to approve the revised Site Plan for the Solon Loft and Commons Project concerning the parking lot change from 213 S. Dubuque to 223 S. Dubuque. Seconded by Whitehead. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Saddleback Estates Subdivision Concept: Rasmussen stated there were representatives from AM Management and Hodge Construction to discuss their concept to develop an area for retirees between the City limits and Saddleback, they are proposing 40 lots of detached family homes, they would be maintenance free to owners and have an association that would take care of snow removal. Council discussed streets and whether they would be public or private with it being stated by Hodge group they would be private. Schechinger stated there has been issues with private streets before and them not being up to City standards. It was questioned if there would be a cart path, it was stated by representative there would be a cart path and sidewalk. Mayor Stange stated he had concerns with private streets with parking issues and snow removal and was asking Council to think also long term. Rasmussen stated City staff has had challenges with private streets not being up to City standards. Council discussed with representatives the possibility of annexing the Golf Course in. Morris and Farling stated they would like to see the buildings annexed into the City.
Trail Ridge Estates Master Development Agreement with Watt’s Group: Rasmussen stated the preliminary plat had gone before P & Z with items being important to them. Water to development, sidewalk connections along 382 and in development, trail easements, park ammentities, adequate fire flow they also had concerns of enforcing convenance. The master development agreement stated after construction and before any future phases the developer will perform a traffic study to see if improvements are needed to Hwy 382, if needed per the Iowa DOT it will be at the developers cost, sidewalks will be on the northern and southern sides of Hwy 382. Adam Hahn, Watts Group, questioned the width of the sidewalks and the request by City to be 8 feet wide. Mayor Stange stated this was for snow removal concerns and questioned 6 feet wide and 6 inches thick, they agreed to 6 foot 6inces in depth for the south side.  After phase 4 is completed and within one year of accepting phase 4 the developer will construct a sidewalk with sidewalk specifications at the phase 4 trail. The City will invoice the developer which they will need to reimburse the City within 30 days from when invoice was sent. There also will be reimbursement to the City for Water and Sewer expenses in the amount not to exceed $27,500 for connecting the Geistkemper and Bennet properties which will need paid 30 days from invoice being sent.  Lots A and B and outlots C, E, G, H, I and L will be turned over to the City at the time any phase is being final plated. The property will be done in 4 phases. The property located in the flood plain, the developer shall receive DNR and US Army Corps of Engineers joint Flood Plain Development Permit and a flood plain permit from the City authorizing the grading. The developer, at their cost, will have a looped water line to the ground storage tank to make sure all houses in the development have adequate fire protection. Connecting to the existing water line the City will allow developer to connect to water main that services Old Mill Creek at the connection point, the developer will be responsible for installation of a water main from the property to the connection point.  Motion by O’Neil to approve the Trail Ridge Estates Master Development Agreement with Watts Group with the sidewalk changes with having 6 foot 6in sidewalks on the south side. Seconded by Farlinger. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Resolution No. 21-49 Trail Ridge Estates Preliminary Plat: Motion by Morris to approve Resolution No. 21-49, the Trail Ridge preliminary plat subject to items completed – DNR Flood Plain Permit, DNR NPDES Permit, Corp of Engineers 404 Permit, City Flood Plain Permit, Johnson County Trails Connection Approval, Master Developer’s Agreement and related Waivers, Johnson County Soil & Water Conservation – Erosion Plan Review and Approval, Corp of Engineers Fill Permit, Outstanding balances paid in full and proof of ownership prior to site activity. Seconded by O’Neil. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Trail Ridge Estates Part 1 Subdivider’s Agreement: Motion by O’Neil to approve part 1 with the sidewalk changes of 6 foot width and 6 inches deep on the south side. Seconded by Morris. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Resolution No. 21-50, Trail Ridge Estate Preliminary Plat Part 1: Motion by Farlinger to approve only part 1 of the preliminary plat for Trail Ridge Estates. Seconded by O’Neil. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Trail Ridge Estates Construction Plans Part 1 & General Site Grading: Schechinger stated the construction plans have been updated and they are able to start grading. Motion by O’Neil to approve the Trail Ridge Estates Construction Plans for Part 1. Seconded by Duncan. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.

Main Street and West Street Controlled Intersection: Schechinger stated there were safety concerns at this intersection, it is hard to see as large vehicles are parked at the corners of the angled parking. Mayor Stange requested looking into some kind of LED lights for the stop signs. Duncan stated he felt the additional costs for the lighting was unnecessary. Motion by Farlinger to approve the controlled intersection at Main Street and West Street. Seconded by Whitehead. Ayes: Farlinger, O’Neil and Whitehead. Nayes. Duncan and Morris. Motion Carried. 3-2.

Council Committees: Rasmussen stated there had been a utilities committee meeting after the pervious council meeting which the decided the gas line matter at Windmill Estates was a private matter. There will be a streets meeting next week and there is a Board of Adjustment meeting next Wednesday.
